We are all called upon to make a speech at some point in life, but most of us don’t do a very good job. This article gives some suggestions on how to give an good speech.

So, you have to give a speech – and you are terrified . You get nervous, you forget what you want to say , you stumble over words, you talk too long, and you bore your audience. Later you think, “Thank Goodness, it’s over. I’m just not good at public speaking. I hope I never have to do that again.”

It doesn’t have to be that bad. Here are some simple steps to take the pain out of speech making. Ask yourself the purpose of your speech. What is the occasion? Why are you speaking? Then, gather as many facts as you can on your subject. Spend plenty of your time doing your research. Then spend plenty of your time organizing your material so that your speech is clear and easy to follow. Use as many examples as possible, and use pictures, charts, and graphs if they help you make your points more clearly. Never forget your audience. Don’t talk over their heads, and don’t talk down to them. Treat your audience with respect. They will appreciate your thoughtfulness.

Just remember: Be prepared. Know your subject, your audience, and the occasion. Be brief. Say what you have to say and then stop. And be yourself. Let your personality come through so that you make person-so-person contact with your audience.

If you follow these simple steps, you will see that you don’t have to be afraid of public speaking. In fact, you may find the experience so enjoyable that you volunteer to make more speeches! You’re not convinced yet? Give it a try and see what happens.

季羡林

①我从来没有喜欢过雾。 
②抵达加德满都的第二天凌晨，我一起床，推开窗子：外面是大雾弥天。昨天下午我们从加德满都的大街上看到城北面崇山峻岭，层峦叠嶂，个个都戴着一顶顶的白帽子，这些都是万古雪峰，在阳光下闪出了耀眼的银光。这是我生平第一次看到这种景象，我简直像小孩子一般地喜悦。现在大雾遮蔽了一切，连那些万古雪峰也隐没不见，一点影子也不给留下。旅馆后面的那几棵参天古树，在平常时候，高枝直刺入晴空，现在只留下淡淡的黑影，衬着白色的大雾，宛如一张中国古代的画。昨天抵达旅馆下车时，我看到一个尼泊尔妇女背着一筐红砖，倒在一大堆砖上。现在我看到一个男子，手里拿着一堆红红的东西，我以为他拿的也是红砖。但是当他走得近了一点时，我才发现那一堆红红的东西簌簌抖动，原来是一束束红色的鲜花。我不禁自己笑了起来。 
③正当我失神落魄地自己暗笑的时候，忽然听到不知从哪里传来了咕咕的叫声。浓雾虽然遮蔽了形象，但是却遮蔽不住声音。我知道，这是鸽子的声音。当我倾耳细听时，又不知从哪里传来了阵阵的犬吠声。这都是我意想不到的情景。我万万没有想到，我在加德满都学会了喜欢的两种动物——鸽子和狗，竟同时都在浓雾中出现了。难道浓雾竟成了我在这个美丽的山城里学会欣赏的第三件东西吗？ 
④世界上，喜欢雾的人似乎是并不多的。英国伦敦的大雾是颇有一点名气的。有一些作家写散文、写小说来描绘伦敦的雾，我们读起来觉得韵味无穷。对于尼泊尔文学我所知甚少，我不知道，是否也有尼泊尔作家专门写加德满都的雾。但是，不管是在伦敦，还是在加德满都，明目张胆大声赞美浓雾的人，恐怕是不会多的，其中原因我不甚了了，我也没有那种闲情逸致去钻研探讨。我现在在这高山王国的首都来对浓雾大唱赞歌，也颇出自己的意料。过去我不但没有赞美过雾，而且也没有认真去观察过雾。我眼前是由赞美而达到观察，由观察而加深了赞美。雾能把一切东西：美的、丑的、可爱的、不可爱的，都给罩上一层或厚或薄的轻纱，让清楚的东西模糊起来，从而带来了另外一种美，一种在光天化日之下看不到的美，一种朦胧的美，一种模糊的美。 
⑤一些时候以前，当我第一次听到模糊数学这个名词的时候，我曾说过几句怪话：数学比任何科学都更要求清晰，要求准确，怎么还能有什么模糊数学呢？后来我读了一些介绍文章，逐渐了解了模糊数学的内容。我一反从前的想法，觉得模糊数学真是一个了不起的发现。在人类社会中，在日常生活中，在社会科学和自然科学中，有着大量模糊的东西。无论如何也无法否认这些东西的模糊性。承认这个事实，对研究学术和制订政策等等都是有好处的。 
⑥在大自然中怎样呢？在大自然中模糊不清的东西更多。连审美观念也不例外。有很多东西，在很多时候，朦胧模糊反而更显得美。月下观景，雾中看花，不是别有一番情趣在心头吗？在这里，观赏者有更多的自由，自己让自己的幻想插上翅膀，上天下地，纵横六合，神驰于无何有之乡，情注于自己制造的幻象之中；你想它是什么样子，它立刻就成了什么样子，比那些一清见底、纤毫不遗的东西要好得多，而且绝对一清见底、纤毫不遗的东西，在大自然中是根本不存在的。 
⑦我的幻想飞腾，忽然想到了这一切。我自诧是神来之笔，我简直陶醉在这些幻象中了。这时窗外的雾仍然稠密厚重，它似乎了解了我的心情，感激我对它的赞扬。它无法说话，只是呈现出更加美妙更加神秘的面貌，弥漫于天地之间。
